So far we have only looked at
individua commands. Itisaso
possible to string together many
commands into a very powerful
sentence.

THE CONTENTS OF THE
BOTTLE OF WHISKY AT
THE SCAR FACED MAN

This sentence can be broken
down into five individua com-
mands:

Y ou notice that scar-
face is looking distinctly irritat-
ed, and is absent-mindedly
bunching his huge fist.

>THRONTHE GONTENTS
G-THEBOITLEG-VHA -
SKY AT THE SCAR FACED
MAN.

A mistake. If the bottle had
been filled with acid by the das-
tardly landlord, it might have
worked. All that has happened,
however, isthat scarface is now
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even more angry a having been
drenched in the whisky he's paid
for.

>QUICKLY RUN THROUGH
THE DOOR

The most sensble thing you've
done so far. Good thing the
door was open...

>HIDE UNDER THE BUSHES

A perfectly sensible thing to do,
in that scarface can't spot you in
the thick undergrowth. On the
other hand, the nest of Kerovni-
an vipers do spot you, and Ke-
rovnian vipers don't beat around
the bush. They just bite people
to death. Including you. Sorry
about that.
